 
What a Lot of Rubbish!
In less than two hours, a staggering 1354 individual pieces of litter were collected from just a 100-metre stretch of Portsmouth harbour’s foreshore during this year’s annual Beachwatch national beach clean event.

Members of the Portchester Civic Society, assisted by local volunteers including young people from the 3rd Portchester Scouts, spent the morning of Sunday 20th September litter picking their local beach, then listing all the individual items found.  An unusual find among the 33 kilos of rubbish surveyed were three golf club shafts.   

The Society has been taking part in Beachwatch for several years now and has noticed the gradual increase in the amount of litter washed up on the foreshore, especially plastic bottles and drinks cans.  The event is organised by the Marine Conservation Society and the individuals surveys, carried out by volunteers at many beaches around the coast of the UK, are collated to provide an annual report on the state of Britain’s beaches.
